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Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti ve Birlesik Krallik 6nemli ve iki yakin ticaret ortagi konumundadir. Her iki {ilke
de iliskilerini bu basar1 iizerine insa etmeye kararli olup, bugiin revize ve kapsamli bir Serbest Ticaret
Anlagmasi i¢in goriigmelerini baglatmaya yonelik niyetlerini teyit etmektedirler.

Mevcut ticaret anlagmast Aralik 2020’de imzalanmigtir. Anlagma, agirlikli olarak sanayi iiriinlerini
kapsamakta olup, Birlesik Krallik’m Avrupa Birligi'nden ayrilmasinin ardindan ticaret akisinin ve
tedarik zincirlerinin korunmasim saglamistir. Mevcut anlagsmada bulunan gozden gegirme maddesi,
Birlesik Krallik ve Tiirkiye'yi, ticari iligkilerini yeniden degerlendirmeye yonlendirmistir. Gegen yil
baslayan bu ¢alisma neticesinde, her iki iilke de ticari iligkilerini genisletmenin ve derinlestirmenin
degerli olacagi sonucuna varmustir. Yetkililer, s6z konusu gézden gecirme siirecini sonuglandirmak
iizere Tiirkiye-Birlesik Krallik Ortak Komitesi kapsaminda bir araya gelmis ve gelistirilmis bir STA igin
calisma yoniinde anlagmislardir.

Her iki iilke de karsilikli biiylime ve refahi arttiric etkiye sahip kiiresel ticaret kurallarina dayali serbest
ticaret ortamini desteklemenin, her zamankinden daha 6nemli oldugunu kabul etmektedir. Bu itibarla,
hem Tiirkiye hem de Birlesik Krallik’in modern ekonomilerine tam anlamiyla yakisan ve 21. yiizyila
uygun, giincel bir anlagmaya yonelik ¢aligma firsati bulunmaktadir.

Tiirkiye-UK Joint Statement on Free Trade Agreement

The United Kingdom and the Republic of Tiirkiye are significant and close trading partners. Both our
countries are resolved to build upon this success and are today confirming their intention to begin talks
towards a revised and comprehensive Free Trade Agreement.

The current trade agreement was signed in December 2020. It predominantly covers industrial goods
and has provided continuity to businesses and safeguarding of supply chains following the UK’s
departure from the European Union. A review clause included in the current agreement committed the
UK and Tiirkiye to reviewing the trade relationship. This work began last year with both partners
concluding that there would be value in broadening and deepening the trade relationship. Officials have
met as part of the UK-Tiirkiye Joint Committee to conclude this review and agreed to work towards an
improved FTA.

Both countries acknowledge that it is more important than ever to support an open trading environment
based on global trading rules that underpin mutual growth and prosperity. There is an opportunity to
work towards a contemporary agreement that is fit for the 21st century and better suited to the modern
economies of both the UK and Tiirkiye.
